* The Rhodes Scholarships are funded by the estate of Cecil J. Rhodes and are
considered one of the oldest and most prestigious international scholarships
for outstanding scholars from any academic field of study.

« Rhodes Scholarships are tenable for postgraduate studies or a second
bachelor's degree at Oxford University, for two years with the possible
extension for a third year. The Scholarships cover all approved fees (such as
matriculation, tuition, laboratory fees, and certain other set charges), in
addition to living expenses.



Selection Criteria e o

Cecil Rhodes’s will specifies four selection standards:
Literary and scholastic attainments;

Energy to use one’s talents to the full, as exemplified by fondness for and
success in sports, athletics, community, art, etc.;

Truth, courage, devotion to duty, sympathy for and protection of the
weak, kindliness, unselfishness, and fellowship; and

Moral force of character and instincts to lead, and to take an interest in
one’s fellow beings.

In short, Rhodes Scholarship selection committees will be seeking young people
of outstanding intellect, character, leadership, and commitment to

service. The Rhodes Scholarships support students who demonstrate a strong
propensity to emerge as “leaders for the world’s future.”
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Eligibility — 2024, 1 of 2 T

a. Nationality/citizenship: You must be a Canadian citizen or a permanent resident of
Canada. Applications from refugees/asylum seekers currently residing in Canada will
also be considered in this constituency.

b. Education/residency: You must be domiciled in Canada.

c. Age: i. You must be aged 18-23 on 1st October 2023 (i.e. you must have been born
after 1 October 1999 and before 2 October 2005).

OR (for older candidates who completed their first undergraduate degree later than
usual)

li. You must be under the age of 27 on 1st October 2023 (i.e. have been born after 1
October 1996) AND you must also have completed your first undergraduate degree on
or after 1 October 2022. A university's policy determines the date of completion of
academic requirement for a degree and this may be different from when a degree is
considered awarded by the university or the date of a graduation ceremony. The
National Secretary will make the final determination of completion where required.
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University endorsement is required to compete for the Rhodes
Scholarships in Canada. To receive endorsement, you must first submit
your application to the UCalgary Rhodes Committee for review.

The deadline is August 13, 2023. The application should be emailed as
a single PDF file to sap@ucalgary.ca.
