September 30, 2023 National Day for Truth and Reconciliation will be an observed day, the exam
periods for the Spring and Summer terms are extended to accommodate more classes, and the start
and end dates for the Spring and Summer terms have been adjusted in part to accommodate travel
flexibility for Group Study programs and field schools

Schedules and is supportive
